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Open Access influence on scientific publications citation level

For the last several years a dynamic development of some modes of Open Access scientific dissertations publishing, known as “golden”, “platinum” or “green” Open Access, has been observed. Each of the modes of free access to the scientific content offered to an end user influences scientific communication in a different way. A question appears whether OA causes the increase in citations of articles published that way, so consequently it is enough to publish the work in the Open Access mode in order to get an increased citation factor. Relations between a mode of Open Access publishing and a number of scientific dissertation citations will be presented in the paper. The other elements influencing the level of OA publications citation, such as author’s scientific discipline, will be described. The most often used research methods of the subject will be also presented.
