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The DIR Project: An Example of a Practical Implementation of the Open Access Idea

The DIR (Domain of Internet Repositories of Knowledge) project is a repository that collects, stores and provides Internet access to research publications. Making available the content of scientific journals on an open access basis is an important part of the project. The paper presents the project assumptions, the information technology platform being used, as well as the experiences gathered so far during the implementation of the project.
